ENTREPRENEURSHIP AND BUSINESS
FACILITATION PROGRAMMES

There is a perceived need and requirement of the
State Rural Livelihoods Missions in the North
Eastern Region (NER) of India in building
capacities and empowering their functionaries
working in the non-farm sector in in the region.

These functionaries themselves being in the
transition  phase  from  livelihoods to
entrepreneurship are in need of lab based hands-
on capacity building programmes for making
their ventures sustainable and market oriented. It
is with this in view that the North Eastern
Regional Centre (NERC) of NIRDPR has come
up with the capacity building Module on
Entrepreneurship and Business Facilitation for
the cadres and staff of the Assam State Rural
Livelihoods Mission (ASRLM) and Meghalaya
State Rural Livelihoods Society (MSRLS) to
begin with.

The programmes will focus on key aspects of
non-farm  business activities and capacity
building like (i) Introduction to Non-Farm
Business - basic concepts, new ideas, and
opportunities in the non-farm sector, (ii) Cadre
Entrepreneurship & E-commerce - hands-on
training on setting up their own businesses,
online onboarding of SHG products on platforms
like Amazon, Flipkart, Meesho, ONDC, and
GEM, (iii) Marketing Strategies - understanding
marketing prospects, including social media
marketing techniques for business promotion,
and (iv) Business Planning - business plan
terminologies, parameters,  business model
canvas, and business plan preparation.

It is in the above light that the proposed capacity
building programmes, have been designed to
address the knowledge gaps among the targeted
groups and support them in upgrading their skills,
enhancing their business strategies, and improving
their  business development plans. These
programmes are viewed to play a crucial role in
empowering rural entrepreneurs, strengthening
their market presence, and fostering sustainable
rural ventures.

Objectives

The programmes have been designed with the
following objectives.

i. To infuse skill and knowledge with
respect to Ideation, Business Model and
Business Plan Preparation

ii. To facilitate hands-on experience of
boarding of products on e-commerce and
social media platforms

iii. To share knowledge on carrying out
marketing through e-commerce and other
digital marketing platforms

Course Content

The course content would cover the following
broad areas:

1. Introduction to non-farm business
opportunities and ideas

2. Onboarding of products on e-commerce
and other social media sites

3. Payments and Logistic Solutions

4. Business modelling and business
planning

6. Support system for marketing of rural
products
7. Knowledge Gap Analysis and Review

Staff and Cadres of SRLM, Assam and SRLM
Meghalaya as proposed by both the RLMs.

Methodology

Adult Learning Methodology would be
followed in the Programmes. The methodology
shall include lectures, group discussions, group
work, hands-on learning etc. Audio visual aid
and other TLMs would be extensively used in
the programme to facilitate better understanding
on the subject. Besides the Faculties from
NIRD-NERC, NRPs and local subject experts
would take sessions in the programme.
